Buy Your Dog the Best Gift Ever... a 2012 Summit County Dog License,
Now Available for Purchase Online

Executive Russell M. Pry and Fiscal Officer Kristen M. Scalise are pleased to announce 2012 Summit County
Dog Licenses will be available for sale, at $14 each, beginning Thursday, December 1, 2011. Ohio law requires

all dog licenses to be renewed by January 31, 2012.

The Ohio Revised Code (ORC) requires citizens who own, keep or harbor a dog more than three months of age

to purchase a county dog license on an annual basis.

In addition to complying with the law, county issued dog licenses provide legal proof of ownership and can reunite
you and your lost dog - it's their ticket home. Dog licenses also authorize dogs to visit area dog parks and
generate revenue to supply food, shelter & vaccinations to abandoned animals in need at the Summit County

Division of Animal Control.

2012 Summit County Dog Licenses are being sold at 20 neighborhood locations across the community. Non-
governmental vendors charge a .75 cent per license processing fee. To find the sale location nearest you, visit

the website of Fiscal Officer Kristen M. Scalise: http:/fiscaloffice.summitoh.net. The site also provides citizens

with the opportunity to purchase 2012 Summit County Dog Licenses online.
Kennel owners must renew their licenses during the same time period. For $50, kennel owners receive five
licenses: additional license costing $4 each. Kennel licenses may be purchased by mail, online or at the Summit

County Services Department, located at 1030 East Tallmadge Avenue, Akron, Ohio 44310.

Service dogs must be licensed but their fee is waived when proof of training is submitted.
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Citizens who fail to meet the January 31, 2012 deadline will be required to pay a $14 late-fee. For more
